A performer of distinction, Shri Inder Lal Dhandra is proficient both as L

accompanist and soloist on the Sarangi. He served as a Staff Artiste with
All India Radio for about three decades until his retirement in 1990. He

has accompanied most of the eminent vocalists of his time in
performances in India and other countries.

Shri Inder Lal Dhandra receives the Sangeet Natak Akademi Award for

his contribution to Hindustani instrumental music.
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
